Bay Area Biotechnology Education Consortium is seeking an Outreach Coordinator responsible
for the biotechnology outreach programs overseen by the BABEC President and Executive
Director. This individual will report to the BABEC President, work on curriculum development
and the support of outreach projects to benefit teachers and students in the Bay Area.

About the Organization

Founded in 1997 by regional biotechnology education outreach partnerships and supported by
educators, scientists, community foundations, and philanthropists, BABEC is committed to
assisting the classroom science teacher with resources, curricula, and professional development
to enable hands-on laboratory experiences that reflect the advancing technological and bioethical
developments within the biotechnology field. A 501(c)3 tax-exempt non-profit California
organization, BABEC collaborates with some of the leading biotechnology and health companies
in the world, including Genentech, Amgen, Applied Biosystems, LifeScan, and Affymetrix. As
a leader in science education, BABEC networks with other outreach organizations and
educational entities locally and internationally such as the Exploratorium, Bio-Link, BayBIO,
Stanford University, the Tech Museum, Industry Initiative for Science and Math Education
(ITISME), Resource Area For Teachers (RAFT), the University of California and California State
University systems.

Position Profile

BABEC was established to address a need for the Bay Area local partnerships to harness and
share in resources to support science education. BABEC serves a large region (Sonoma to
Gilroy, Watsonville to Walnut Creek) comprised of 5 partnerships. The current participating
population of 412 teachers and 40,325 students reflect the diversity of the 134 schools within 12
counties in the Northern California Bay Area implementing biotechnology curricula. BABEC
provides materials for classrooms, workshops for teachers, presentations at local and national
meetings, special events, and many other hands-on learning experiences.

BABEC is accepting applications from well-qualified individuals to fill the Outreach
Coordinator position. The Outreach Coordinator is an energetic, results orientated, self-
motivated professional responsible for the project management, teaching and expertise in science
curriculum development. BABEC seeks a collaborative professional who enjoys and excels
while working with multiple projects, which deal with critical timelines, and aggressive goals for
success. We seek a communicator with a keen sense for working with brilliant minds in the
scientific and education communities.
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In general, the Education Outreach Coordinator is expected to work relatively independently in
her/his position, applying the highest professional standards to her/his performance of all duties.

Services:

Consult at least twice monthly with BABEC President or her/his designated supervisor to
update on status of projects.

Submit written bi-monthly report to President to update BABEC Board (Nov., Jan.,
March, and May).

Submit preliminary summary report to President for grant renewal requests (early March).
Submit final summary report to President prior to BABEC’s September Board meeting

1.Outreach.
In collaboration with BABEC President and consortium partnership representatives:

a. Obtain and tabulate information from each partnership in Summer or September on
teachers, classes, and schools wishing to implement Amgen Bruce Wallace and
BioBridge curricula.

b. Ascertain which parts of the curricula teachers will be teaching, how many class
sections, for what type of classes, how many teams per class, and whether in-class
implementation support is requested.

c. Schedule all teachers (in collaboration with partnership coordinators) for materials
and distribute materials to teachers or partnership coordinators, as appropriate.

d. Determine amount of supplies and reagents needed, from Marty Ikkanda (Amgen
BW), Shary Rosenbaum (BioBridge), local partnerships, and from outside vendors.
Verify with BABEC representative.

e. Request supplies appropriately.

f.  Bulk order supplies from contracted vendors (work with BABEC Financial Assistant
to send out PO’s, reimbursements, delivery site, etc.)

g. Organize appropriate workshops for teachers to introduce new curriculum — Amgen
BW and BioBridge. Work with BABEC partnership coordinators to schedule,
advertise, and register teachers for workshops. Provide lab/teaching support.

h. Work with teachers and/or partnership coordinators to determine days to wvisit
schools/assist on key lab days.

i. Work with BABEC to design project assessment material. Distribute, recover,
tabulate and report the assessment information in bi-monthly report.

j. Work with BABEC coordinators to recruit, advertise, and coordinate teacher and
student internships.

k. Collaborate with BABEC to develop/improve/revise curricula associated with
assigned labs. Solicit and incorporate teacher feedback.

2.Laboratory.

a. Test all protocols before endorsing for distribution. Review results with BABEC
representatives.

b. Prepare reagents for distribution to schools via partnerships. Check each set prior to
distribution.

c. Prepare kit supplies for distribution to schools via partnerships. Create and check

inventory for kit.
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d. Research and prepare cultures and competent cells needed for successful
implementation, including cost savings for BABEC curricula.

e. Distribute materials and reagents to schools that need special handling and/or are time
sensitive to specific protocols.

f. Troubleshoot any anomaly with lab results in class or through teacher feedbacks.
Relay and clarify new solutions to other BABEC representatives especially if there are
any minor changes to protocols and storage conditions.

g. Collaborate with BABEC to improve select lab protocols with intention to making labs
more “robust”, reliably reproducible, and classroom friendly (doable in 45-55 minute
segments).

h. Rewrite curricula and laboratory protocols as deemed necessary.

i. Work on new curriculum development and pilot studies in areas of interest for the
BABEC community. Currently, C. elegans in development and pilot stage.

3. Other projects.

a. Acertain NEB orders from BABEC partnerships at the beginning of the calendar year
to process the donation request.

b. Maintain networks with the local biotech companies for prospective donations and
resources that can help in cutting costs for BABEC.

c. Work on Special Projects under the directive of the BABEC Executive Director or the
President.

d. May occasionally need to coordinate and prepare for mini-workshops held at local
conferences. Since teachers served at these conferences tend to be outside of the
BABEC network, clarity on alternative support for reagents and equipment should be
included in the recommendations.

e. Occasional participation in conferences or workshops may be required as a BABEC
representative to network and to provide indepth knowledge for specific curriculum
development.
